They
are terrified, confused and not believed. The single most important moment in human history is
announced by women whose culture could not hear them. We are reminded that the Kingdom
of God is radically good news, subverting our idea of who and what matters.”

“Last year, after the launch of the new app,
the average monthly number of installations jumped from 1,300 to 6,000, which was a
phenomenal result. The first two months of 2024 have been even better! We hope the trend
will continue.”
